� The total cost of education per student is projected at $5,800 
verses projected average tuition revenue per student of $4,330 
(Including Registration Fee)

� To help cover the gap of $1,470

� Annual Giving --$350 per student is needed
� Reach-- $450 per student is needed
� Parish Subsidy -- $370
� Other – $300
